The first “Orange Show” was staged in
San Bernardino in 1889. After
becoming National in 1911, the National
Orange Show has taken place annually
(except for a span of four years during
World War 1), gradually changing its
focus from competititive commerical
exhibitions to family oriented
entertainment and involvment with local
schools. Innovative and memorable, the
National Orange Show is an integral part
of the history of the region.

Every year, artists living and working in
California have the opportunity to
participate in the tradition of a major art
exhibition at the National Orange Show
that dates back decades. The N.O.S.
organization itself has developed a
remarkable collection of art works by
California artists.

The National Orange Show art exhibition
and its permanent collection represents
the wide variety of styles found among
California artists. California art reflects

artists’ interests, values, and outlooks.

Art works can teach us, entertain us, and

make us more aware of the things we
hardly notice in our daily existence.
